Council Meeting Notes: February 9“’I 2010

The first item of business was a presentation from an Anmore resident regarding the proposed subdivision for
East Hemlock Drive. The delegation was concerned that if the original road plan that was created to access the
upper area of Alpine Drive and Eaglecrest is changed, the new road will hinder access ta their properties and
leave them land locked. The delegation emphasized that the East Hemlock extension running in a northfsouth
direction across the upper parts of the Eaglecrest Drive area is needed to prevent having to build an expensive
bridge crossing and to preserve the Anmore Creek area.

several other letters from landowners in the area were read supporting a North — South connection from East
Hemlock to give them access to their upper properties.

Waorking Group minutes were received and the Council went on to provide their Council Reports.

Councillor Palmer-lsaak provided details of the upcoming Olympic Torch Relay Event on February 11" and noted
road closures that would take place that day. Over 100 volunteers were ready for the event.

Acting Mayor McEwen stated that the Public Works, Parks and Transportation Committee meeting took place
last week, noting a unanimous resolution passed by the committee to remove the stop signs on East Road at the
strong Road intersection. Council then voted unanimously to have the stop signs at Strong and East Road
removed the first week of April 2010 and that a marked pedestrian crosswalk be installed.

A resident read a letter asking that she be allowed to divide her 1.85 acre parcel into 2 lots. The original request
was put forward several years ago before a zoning bylaw change, but she was denied the request because her
daughter was not yet old enough. The resident feels she was not properly notified of the bylaw change and that
her original application should be grandfathered so she can now subdivide and allow for her daughter to build a
house on one of the lots.

Council passed a motion to direct staff to forward the letter to Michael Rosen, Village Planning Consultant, for
his review and to report back to council.

Under unfinished business: Appointment of a Chief Election Officer to Conduct a By-Election - Council discussed
a letter dated February 3™, 2010 from Bill Bennett, Minister of Community & Rural Development.

The letter was a respanse to Acting Mayor McEwen's request for the Minister to appoint a Chief Election Officer
since Council had failed on 2 previous attempts to appoint an officer. The Minister stated in his letter that his
hope was that council would resolve this issue at this council meeting or he would have to step in and appoint a
Chief Election Officer as per his right according to the Local Government Act.

Councillor Palmer-lsaak then moved to appaint Margaret Warwich, a consultant, as Chief Election Officer to
conduct the Anmore by-election and Christin Milloy as Deputy Chief Election Officer. Councillor Sedergreen



then stalled the motion by stating that the person who previously voted in favour of a motion that has been
defeated cannot bring it back to the table.

Councillor McEwen then attempted to bring the motion forward and it was again stalled by Councillor
Sedergreen stating that a motion cannot be brought back for discussion by Councillor McEwen after it had been
defeated. Several residents made statements requesting that Council appoint a Chief Election Officer and move
the election process forward.

After some back and forth the Council moved for a 5 minute recess. Upon returning, Acting Mayor McEwen said
that since there was no resolution at tenight’s council meeting, the issue would be dealt with by the Minister.
several residents voiced their opinion about the issue with the majority urging council to move forward with
appointing a Chief Election Officer so that an election could be held for a new Mayor. One resident suggested a
committee be formed to choose an Elections Officer, but this idea was dismissed because it would not meet the
time constraints or would not be binding by council.

The Village engineer, Max Coupland, presented his report on the Mossom Creek crossing on East Road. After
considerable discussion about the fisheries window to build the crossing and an attempt to reconcile where the
Village might come up with $250,000 for the construction costs, Council approved a motion to move forward
with the Mossom Creek crossing and the Watermain. Where the funds would come from to pay for the crossing
would be discussed at a future Finance Committee Meeting.

During Public Question period, a resident read a letter questioning the funding of the Anmore Times by the
vVillage. Acting Mayor McEwen forwarded the item to the Village's legal counsel for response. Another resident
congratulated Council for agreeing to fund the culvert for Mossom Creek.

The meeting was adjourned

Council Meeting Notes: February 23" 2010

The meeting started with the minutes of the November 24" Regular Council Meeting being tabled by council because
of further changes that needed to be made. The January 26" Regular Council Meeting minutes were approved and
the February 9" minutes were tabled by council because Councillor Sedergreen requested a verbatim transcript.

Council then lifted an item off the table pertaining to the potential Middle School and approved a motion to request
staff to request a letter & timeline from the School District for when this item needed to be addressed.

There was no Mayor’s report. Under Council reports Kerri Palmer-Isaak requested approval to attend a March 129
Task Force on Municipal Elections being held by the BC Government. Council voted unanimously for all of council to
attend. Councillor Palmer-lsaak then read a letter thanking volunteers, including the Anmore Village staff, Youth
Group, Scouts, Anmore Elementary PAC, and all other participants for “helping light the way” the morning of the
February 11" Olympic Torch Relay.

Councillor Sedergreen then brought forward his discussion of the Anmore Renewable Energy Foundation (AREF). He
read a lengthy editorial by Anmore Alternative editor Camille Tribe and then put forward a motion to set up a task
force to investigate the AREF. This motion was 2™ by Councillor Piamonte and then opened for discussion.
Councillor Palmer-lsaak felt that many of the questions posed by Councillor Sedergreen could be answered if council
would release the in camera information provided by the Village of Anmore solicitor on the matter. Councillor
Palmer-isaak asked to table Councillor Sedergreen’s motion and put forward a motion to release the in camera
information to the public so they could read the solicitor's opinion. All councillors voted in favour of this motion.
Those in attendance received print copies of the legal opinion of the Village solicitor. This opinion can be viewed
online at www.AnmoreTimes.com. A simple summary of the legal opinion is that the Village of Anmore is not liable
for the activities conducted by the Anmore Renewable Energy Foundation. (note: if you are interested in this topic,
please take the time to read the solicitor’s opinion). A motion was made to table Councillor Sedergreen’s motion until
after a special meeting was set up to discuss the AREF and the former trustees could be invited to share information.
The motion passed 3/0, with Councillor Sedergreen abstaining.

The discussion about AREF went on for a long time with many residents commenting. Most were dissatisfied with
Councils continued discussion about the matter and some wanted to pursue the matter.

Michael Rosen then presented an overview of how council might address the application by the West Family to
rezone their 1.85 acre lot into 2 lots. He presented council with several options. Council voted to “Inform the
resident that council is not prepared to consider an application to amend Section 408 of the Zoning Bylaw [..] until
the Ombudsman report had been received by the Village." The motion passed 3/0 with Councillor Sedergreen
abstained from voting.

Public Question Period was quite heated. Two residents questioned if Council had made a decision about the
Anmore Times funding and demanded that the funding be cut. Two other residents asked both Councillors
Sedergreen and Piamonte to resign. One resident commented that those in attendance were acting like children.
Many comments were made by residents about Village issues, however, These were some of the more contentious
comments made at the meeting, however, there were many comments made by residents about Village issues.
