












































What can you do to bear proof your property and prevent
creating a garbage bear?

- NEVER leave garbage outside over night.

- Purchase an animal resistant garbage container to put curbside the morning of garbage pick up.

- Take bird feeders down between March and December.

- Do not compost meat, dairy or fish and frequently sprinkle compost with lime to reduce odours and
aid in composting.

- Keep BBQ's clean of food residue and grease. This can be done by burning them off for 5-10 minutes
and then cleaning after each use.

- Do not keep outdoor freezers. A bear’s sense of smell is 200x greater than that of a dogs.

- Store pet food and livestock feed indoors.

- keep small pets inside if wildlife has been sighted in the area.

- Pick fruit off trees as it ripens and remove fallen fruit from the ground.

- Bears will hibernate when their food source runs out! NEVER, EVER feed any wild animal.

As for the comment that I
am “seeking a grant payable to myself”, I can only state that | have never received a cent from
the Anmore Times grant, and that | do not participate in the financial business of the Times as a
part of my contribution as a regular columnist.

There may be valid arguments on both sides of the issue of funding for the Anmore Times, but I
hope that the Council and the community will not be influenced by these statements by Mr.
Barron which are an attempt to cloud this discussion with negative emotions and innuendo
that are insulting to me both as an individual and as a long-time contributing citizen in this
community.

Letter to the Editor from Sandra Vishloff in response to Larry Barron’s presentation to the Finance
Committee Meeting on March 23, 2010.

The Anmore Times cannot practice partisan censorship as there are not any political parties involved
here. Usually one is a proponent or supporter of a particular party that is not the case here. The Times
has printed opinion only and stated that to be the case. The Anmore Times has an editorial policy that
the members/volunteers adhere to and exercise their editorial judgment on which articles and letters to
print. This does not bind your group to always printing everything that passes to you. Your group may
decide that there is no public interest in the views expressed, or that you can not print some of a
person’s massive mailings i.e. there are simply too many letters to print and due to lack of space and
printing capacity you cannot accommodate them. You may decide a topic has been done to death and
we all have read enough. You can also decide if a topic you have received mail about is 10 letters in
favour and 1 against {even if that one has sent a dozen letters it is still one opinion) and as such the
majority are in favor of this topic there is no need to print the one lone voice because the majority of the
readers are of one mind. Anyway you get my point. The decision to print or not rests with the press and
its editors solely and as such is protected by our Charter of Freedoms and Rights as | believe this is
number 2 or 3 in the fundamental rights section. Just because you receive a grant this does not give the
funder the right to muzzle your content or bind you to only print positive letters about council.

The question if the Anmore Times is a business | think rests with the original intent of the Anmore Times.
Was the Anmore times started with the intent to make a profit and hire people, pay wages or simply to
provide information to the community? The answer is clear. Larry Barron himself makes the claim that
if it makes a profit or not this is not the sole determinant of its status as a business he also goes on to say
that the Anmore Times has no legal existence of its own, is not a company or society nor registered trade
name.
